DEFINED WORDS 4 

 5 
We define some words to make this policy easier to read and understand. Defined 6 
words are printed in boldface type.  7 
The following is a list of some of the defined terms used in your policy.  There may 8 
also be additional defined terms in other sections of your policy, including but not 9 
limited to, any endorsements added to your policy. 10 
 11 
Actual Cash Value (ACV) – defined in PART D – COVERAGE FOR DAMAGE TO 12 
YOUR AUTO. 13 
Auto – means a land motor vehicle with four or more wheels, which is designed to be 14 

driven mainly on public roads. Auto does not mean: 15 
1.  any vehicle while located for use as a dwelling or other premises; or 16 
2.  a truck-tractor designed to pull a trailer or semi-trailer.  17 

Auto Business – means a business, job or occupation where the purpose is to sell, 18 
lease, rent, repair, service or maintain, install, remove or replace equipment in or on, 19 
transport, clean, store or park land motor vehicles or trailers. 20 

Bodily Injury – means physical bodily injury to a person and sickness, non-21 
communicable disease or death which results from physical bodily injury. Bodily 22 
injury does not mean any sexually transmitted disease, any mental injury, sickness 23 
or disease of the mind, mental anguish or emotional distress unless such condition is 24 
diagnosed by a medical doctor and directly results from physical bodily injury to the  25 
person on whose behalf the claim is made. 26 

Business – means any full or part-time trade, profession, occupation or vocation other 27 
than farming. This includes any activities from which one would reasonably expect to 28 
receive monetary compensation or gain.  29 

Collision – defined in PART D – COVERAGE FOR DAMAGE TO YOUR AUTO. 30 
Compensation Law – means [a]ny law under which benefits are paid to a person as 31 

compensation for the effects of bodily injury, without regard to fault, because of that 32 
person's status as an employee or beneficiary.  It includes, but is not limited to, 33 
workers compensation laws, unemployment compensation laws, disability laws, the 34 
Federal Employers' Liability Act and the Jones Act. 35 

Cost to Repair or Replace – defined in PART D – COVERAGE FOR DAMAGE TO 36 
YOUR AUTO. 37 
Family Member – means a person related by blood, marriage or adoption who is a 38 

resident of your household. This includes a ward or foster child. It includes an 39 
unmarried and unemancipated child away at school under the age of 25.  40 

Insured – is the person(s) and/or entity(s) defined as insureds within each of the 41 
specific coverage parts or endorsements. 42 

Loss – defined in PART D – COVERAGE FOR DAMAGE TO YOUR AUTO. 43 
Newly Acquired Auto – means an auto to which you, your spouse, and if you are 44 

not a person the first person listed as Designated Representative on this policy’s 45 
Automobile Declaration(s), have taken title to or are the leaseholder of, if it: 46 

1.  replaces your auto; or 47 
2.  is an added auto and; 48 

a. if it is a private passenger auto, we insure all other private passenger 49 
autos; or 50 

b. if it is other than a private passenger auto, we insure all autos; 51 
owned by you, or your spouse on the date of its delivery to you or your 52 
spouse; 53 

but only if you, your spouse, or if you are not a person the first person listed as 54 
Designated Representative on this policy’s Automobile Declaration(s):  55 

1. tell us about it within 30 days after its delivery; and 56 
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a. if the auto acquired replaces one shown on this policy’s Automobile 57 
Declaration(s), it will have the same coverage as the auto it replaced; or  58 

b. if the auto acquired is an addition to any shown on your policy(s), coverage 59 
from the Declaration with the highest limit of coverage which is in effect at 60 
both the time of purchase and the time of the covered accident will apply; and 61 

2. pay us any additional amount due from the date of purchase. 62 
Non-owned Auto – means a private passenger auto not owned by or registered or 63 

leased in the name of, or furnished or available for the regular use of: 64 
1.  you, your spouse, or any person shown as Designated Representative on this 65 

policy’s Automobile Declaration(s); or 66 
2. any family member of any of the persons identified in 1. above, unless at the 67 

time of the accident or loss: 68 
a. the private passenger automobile is or has within the last 30 days been 69 

insured for liability coverage; and 70 
b. you, your spouse, your family member, the first person listed as 71 

Designated Representative on the this policy’s Automobile Declaration(s), or 72 
their family member, all of whom does not own or lease such auto, is the 73 
driver; or 74 

3.  any other person residing in your household, or in the same household of any 75 
person(s) listed as Designated Representative on this policy’s Automobile 76 
Declaration(s); or  77 

4.  any employer of you, your spouse, your family members, or the employer of 78 
any person listed as Designated Representative on this policy’s Automobile 79 
Declaration(s) or any of their spouses or family members.  80 

Non-owned Auto does not include an auto which is not in the lawful possession of 81 
the person operating it. 82 

Occupying, occupies and occupancy – is being in, on, entering, or alighting from.  83 
Other Than Collision – defined in PART D – COVERAGE FOR DAMAGE TO YOUR 84 
AUTO. 85 
Person – means a human being. 86 
Private Passenger Auto – means an auto: 87 

1. with four or six wheels; 88 
2. designed solely to carry persons and their luggage; 89 
3. with a car or station wagon body; 90 
4. with a van body that has a Gross Vehicle Weight (GVW) or Gross Vehicle Weight 91 

Rating (GVWR) of 10,000 pounds or less; 92 
5. with a pickup truck body and pickup style bed that has: 93 

a. a Gross Vehicle Weight (GVW) of 10,000 pounds or less, or 94 
b. a Gross Vehicle Weight Rating (GVWR) of 13,500 pounds or less, or 95 
c. a curb weight of 6,500 pounds or less if an OEM (Original Equipment 96 

Manufacturer) GVW or GVWR is not available.  97 
Repair – defined in PART D – COVERAGE FOR DAMAGE TO YOUR AUTO. 98 
Replacement Parts – defined in PART D – COVERAGE FOR DAMAGE TO YOUR 99 
AUTO. 100 
Spouse – means husband or wife residing in the same household.  101 
Temporary Substitute Auto – means a private passenger auto not owned or 102 

leased by you, your spouse, and if you are not a person the person(s) listed as 103 
Designated Representative on this policy’s Automobile Declaration(s), if it replaces 104 
your auto for a short time.  Its use has to be with the consent of the owner.  Your 105 
auto has to be out of use due to its breakdown, repair, servicing, damage or loss.  A 106 
temporary substitute auto is not considered a non-owned auto.  107 

Trailer – means a vehicle designed to be pulled by a private passenger auto.  It also 108 
means a farm wagon or farm implement while towed by a private passenger auto. 109 

Transportation Network Company or TNC – means  any entity that provides 110 
prearranged transportation or livery services for compensation by using any online 111 
enabled application, software, website, digital system or other online or digital platform 112 
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to connect riders to drivers of Your auto. 113 
Uninsured Motor Vehicle – defined in PART C – UNINSURED MOTOR VEHICLE 114 
COVERAGE. 115 
Use – means the operation, maintenance, or occupancy of a vehicle. 116 
Using – means operating, maintaining or occupying a vehicle. 117 
We, us and our – refer to Farm Bureau Town & Country Insurance Company of 118 
Missouri. 119 
You or Your – means the person(s) and entity(s) shown as Named Insured on this 120 

policy’s Automobile Declaration(s). 121 
Your Auto – means the auto or the vehicle described on the Automobile Declaration.  122 
 123 

 124 
GENERAL AGREEMENTS 125 

 126 
This is a legal contract.  This contract consists of the application and all 127 
representations therein, the policy booklet, the Declaration, and all policy forms and 128 
endorsements shown on the Declaration. Each vehicle you insure with us has its own 129 
Declaration.  You have a duty to read all parts of this legal contract carefully. 130 
 131 
We, agree to insure you according to the terms of this policy based:  132 

1. on your payment of premium for the coverages you chose; and 133 
2. in reliance on your statements on any application for coverage; and 134 
3. upon your compliance with all policy provisions. 135 

If any insured’s statements or representations to us are untrue or materially 136 
inaccurate, we will not provide coverage under this policy.  137 
 138 
No insurance is provided if the bank or any other financial institution does not honor 139 
the method of payment used to make your premium payment. 140 
 141 
You agree, by acceptance of this policy, that:  142 

1. the information on your application is true regardless of who provided or wrote 143 
the information on the forms; 144 

2. we insure you on the basis that the information on your application is true; 145 
3. this policy contains all of the agreements between you and us or any of our 146 

agents and cannot be orally modified; 147 
4. you are the titled owner of your auto or have a leasehold interest in your auto; 148 

and 149 
5. you will review the Declaration(s) each time you receive one, in order to make 150 

sure that:  151 
a. all the coverages you requested are shown, and  152 
b. the limit(s) shown for each of those coverages is the amount you requested. 153 

Unless otherwise mandated by law for a coverage, no more than one Declaration will 154 
apply in a covered accident whether you have one policy with multiple Declarations or 155 
multiple policies with us, or both.  156 
 157 
Loss Reduction and Other Benefits 158 
From time to time and at our sole discretion, we may provide you with or allow others 159 
to provide you with benefits such as: 160 
a) items, memberships, merchandise, points, vouchers, rewards, gift cards, services, 161 
classes, seminars, or other things of value designed to help you or other persons 162 
insured under this policy manage the risks you or they face, including, but not limited 163 
to, loss reduction or safety-related items; or  164 
b) items, memberships, merchandise, points, vouchers, rewards, gift cards, services, 165 
classes, seminars, or things of any other type that we think may be of value to you or 166 
someone else insured under this policy; 167 
c) charitable contributions, donations, or gifts.  168 
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These items, memberships, merchandise, points, vouchers, rewards, gift cards, 169 
services, classes, seminars, charitable contributions, donations, gifts, or other things 170 
of value may be provided in any form, including, but not limited to, redemption codes, 171 
coupons, vouchers, gift cards and reimbursement with qualifying proof of purchase. 172 
 173 
All other policy terms and conditions apply. Customer reward points may be 174 
accumulated from other qualifying insurance policies issued by us.  All accumulated 175 
customer reward points gained through this policy or any other qualifying policy are 176 
surrendered and have no value if you fail to continuously maintain an active qualifying 177 
policy. Benefits such as those described above may be modified or discontinued at 178 
any time.  179

POLICY PERIOD AND TERRITORY 182 
 183 

When Coverage Applies 184 
The coverages you chose apply to covered accidents and losses that take place 185 
during the policy period. 186 
The policy period is shown on the Automobile Declaration.  The policy period begins 187 
and ends at 12:01 A.M. Central Standard Time.  Any change(s) in coverage made 188 
during the policy period begins at 12:01 A. M. Central Standard Time on the effective 189 
date shown for the change on the Automobile Declaration. 190 
 191 
Where Coverage Applies 192 
The coverages you chose apply: 193 

1. in the United States of America, its territories and possessions, Puerto Rico or 194 
Canada; and 195 

2. while your auto is being shipped between their ports.  196 
 197 
  198 

LOSS PAYABLE CLAUSE 199 
 200 

If a loss payee is shown on the Automobile Declaration, we may pay any covered 201 
Collision or Other Than Collision loss to: 202 

1. you and, if unpaid, the repairer; or  203 
2. you and such loss payee, as its interest may appear, when we find it is not 204 

practical to repair your auto; or 205 
3. the loss payee, as to its interest, if your auto has been repossessed.  206 

 207 
The loss payee has no greater rights than you under this policy and is subject to the 208 
same terms, exclusions, and conditions that apply to you, except that this insurance, 209 
with respect to the interest of the loss payee, shall not become invalid because of: 210 

1. an act of negligence of the owner or borrower, except the failure to pay the 211 
premium when due; or 212 

2. a change in the ownership or interest unknown to us, unless the loss payee 213 
knew of it and failed to tell us within 10 days; or  214 

3. an error in the description of the vehicle; or  215 
4. damage to the property caused by you.  216 

 217 
We may cancel this policy according to its terms. The date of cancellation of the loss 218 
payee’s interest will be at least 10 days after the date we mail or electronically 219 
transmit the cancellation notice.  220 
Whenever we pay the loss payee any sum for loss or damage under this policy, we 221 
will be entitled to the loss payee’s right of recovery to the extent of our payment.  Our 222 
right of recovery shall not impair the loss payee’s right to recover the full amount of its 223 
claim. 224 
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DUTIES AFTER AN ACCIDENT OR LOSS 225 
 226 

1. Notice to Us of an Accident or Loss 227 
The insured must give us or one of our agents written notice of the accident or 228 

loss as soon as reasonably possible.  229 
The notice must give us: 230 

a. the insured’s name; and 231 
b. the names and addresses of all persons involved; and 232 
c. the hour, date, place and facts of the accident or loss; and  233 
d. the names and addresses of witnesses. 234 

2. Notice to Us of Claim or Suit 235 
If a claim or suit is made against any insured, an insured must at once send us 236 

every demand, notice or claim made and every summons or legal process 237 
received, including petitions filed in a court of law and amended petitions.  238 

3. Other Duties Under the Physical Damage Coverages 239 
When there is a loss, you or the owner of the property also shall: 240 

a. submit a proof of loss when required by us.  The proof of loss shall include, 241 
but not be limited to: 242 

i. the date, time, and cause of loss, 243 
ii. the interest of the insured and all others in the property, 244 
iii. all debts or liens on the property, 245 
iv. all other insurance policies that apply to the loss, and  246 
v. changes in title, use, garaging location or possession of the property. 247 

b. make a prompt report to the police when the loss is the result of theft, 248 
larceny or vandalism. 249 

c. protect the damaged vehicle. We will pay any reasonable expense incurred 250 
to do it. 251 

d. show us the damage when we ask. 252 
e. provide all records, receipts and invoices, or certified copies of them.  We 253 

may make copies and/or store or replicate these. 254 
Failure to provide all required information may result in denial of any coverage if 255 
we can establish that our rights have been prejudiced by the lack of such 256 
information.  257 

4. Other Duties Under PART B - MEDICAL PAYMENTS COVERAGE, PART C - 258 
UNINSURED MOTOR VEHICLE COVERAGE and UNDERINSURED MOTOR 259 
VEHICLE coverage   260 

Any person who suffers a bodily injury and intends to present a claim under 261 
one of these coverages must notify us of the claim in writing as soon as 262 
reasonably possible after the person’s first examination or treatment resulting 263 
from the bodily injury.  Another person may give us the required notice on 264 
behalf of the injured person. 265 
The person making claim under any of these coverages also shall: 266 

a. give us all the details about the death, injury, treatment and other 267 
information, records and reports we need to determine the amount payable. 268 

b. be examined by physicians chosen and paid by us as often as we deem 269 
reasonable and necessary.  A copy of the report will be sent to the injured 270 
person upon written request. If the person is dead or unable to act, his or 271 
her legal representative shall authorize us to obtain all medical reports and 272 
records. These requests for examinations do not waive our right later to an 273 
independent medical examination should suit be filed.  274 

c. let us see the vehicle the person was occupying in the accident. 275 
d. send us at once a copy of all suit papers if the person sues the party liable 276 

for the accident for damages. 277 
e. report a “phantom vehicle” accident to the police within 24 hours and to us 278 

within 30 days and provide us with: 279 
1) the name and address, if known, of the owner or operator of the 280 
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“phantom  vehicle”; or 281 
2) the registration number or description of such vehicle; or 282 
3) a description of the “phantom vehicle” and any witnesses to the 283 

accident; or 284 
4) any other available information to establish that there is no applicable 285 

motor vehicle liability insurance. 286 
Failure of the insured to report a “phantom vehicle” accident and to provide 287 
the information requested concerning such vehicle may result in the denial 288 
of any insurance coverage otherwise available if we can establish that our 289 
rights have been prejudiced by the lack of such notice. 290 

5. Insured’s Duty to Cooperate With Us 291 
Any and all insured’s shall cooperate with us and assist us in any way we ask 292 

to include, but not limited to: 293 
a. making settlements; 294 
b. securing and giving evidence including but not limited to providing a written 295 

and/or recorded statement as we deem necessary; 296 
c. attending and getting witnesses to attend hearings and trials; 297 
d. answering questions under oath when asked by anyone we name, as often 298 

as we deem reasonable and necessary, and sign copies of the answers. 299 
Such examinations under oath may be conducted separately at our option. 300 

 301 
No insured shall, except at his or her own cost, voluntarily: 302 

a. make any payment or assume any obligation to others; or 303 
b. incur any expense, other than for first aid to others. 304 

 305 
 306 

PART A - LIABILITY COVERAGE 307 
 308 

Subject to all terms of this contract, you have this coverage if Bodily Injury Liability 309 
and Property Damage Liability appear on the Automobile Declaration, and the 310 
appropriate premium for the Limits shown has been paid. 311 
We will: 312 

1. pay damages to which PART A – LIABILITY COVERAGE of this policy applies 313 
and for which an insured becomes legally liable to pay because of: 314 

a. bodily injury to others; and/or 315 
b. physical injury or damage to, or destruction of, tangible property including loss 316 

of its use; 317 
caused by accident and resulting from the use of an auto or trailer insured under 318 
this PART A – LIABILITY COVERAGE, and  319 

2. defend any suit against an insured for such bodily injury or property damage to 320 
which PART A – LIABILITY COVERAGE of this policy applies with attorneys 321 
hired and paid by us.  We will not defend any suit after we have paid the 322 
applicable limit of our liability for the accident which is the basis of the lawsuit.  323 
We have no obligation to defend any claim which is not covered under this policy.  324 

 325 
In addition to what may be paid under the limits of liability on an accident to which 326 
PART A – LIABILITY COVERAGE of this policy applies, we will pay for an insured 327 
any costs listed below resulting from such accident and incurred in a suit we defend.  328 

1. All costs we incur in the defense of a covered claim. 329 
2. Court costs of any suit for damages we defend. 330 
3. Interest on damages owed by the insured due to a judgment and accruing: 331 

a. after the judgment, and until we pay, offer to pay, or deposit in court, that part 332 
of the judgment which does not exceed the limit of liability for this coverage; or 333 

b. before the judgment, where owed by law, and until we pay, offer to pay, or 334 
deposit in court, that part of the judgment which does not exceed the limit of 335 
liability for this coverage, but only on that part of the judgment we pay. 336 
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4. Premiums or costs of bonds: 337 
a. to secure the release of an insured's property attached under a court order;  338 
b. required to appeal a decision in a suit for damages if we elect to appeal and 339 

have not paid our limit of liability that applies to the suit; and 340 
c. up to $250 for each bail bond needed because of an accident or traffic 341 

violation. 342 
We have no duty to furnish or apply for any bonds. The amount of any bond we 343 

pay for shall not be more than our limit of liability. 344 
5. Expense incurred by an insured: 345 

a. for loss of wages or salary up to $100.00 per day if we ask the insured to 346 
attend the trial of a civil suit; 347 

b. at our request. 348 
We will not pay anyone more than once for the same cost or expense identified in 1-5 349 
above. 350 
We may investigate, negotiate and settle any claim or suit without the authorization of 351 
any insured. 352 
 353 
Coverage for Your Auto and the Use of Other Autos 354 
Subject to Who is an Insured below and subject to all other applicable provisions 355 
within the policy, when Bodily Injury Liability and Property Damage Liability are shown 356 
on the Declaration, PART A – LIABILITY COVERAGE extends to the use, by an 357 
insured, of your auto, a newly acquired auto, a temporary substitute auto or a 358 
non-owned auto in a covered accident 359 
If: 360 

1. your policy with us has multiple vehicles showing Bodily Injury Liability and 361 
Property Damage Liability coverage; and/or 362 

2. you have multiple policies with us showing Bodily Injury Liability and Property 363 
Damage Liability; and 364 

a. an auto or trailer shown on an Automobile Declaration of one of your policies 365 
with us is involved in a covered accident only the coverage from the 366 
Declaration of the auto or trailer involved in the accident will apply;  367 

b. a temporary substitute auto is involved in a covered accident only the 368 
coverage from the Declaration of your auto the temporary substitute auto is 369 
temporarily replacing, will apply;   370 

c. a newly acquired auto which replaces one of your autos is involved in a 371 
covered accident only the coverage from the Declaration of your auto the 372 
newly acquired auto replaces will apply; 373 

d. a newly acquired auto which is an added auto is involved in a covered 374 
accident, only the coverages from your one Declaration with the highest limit 375 
in force at the time of the purchase of the newly acquired auto and in force at 376 
the time of the accident, will apply; 377 

Regarding c. and d. above, there is no PART A – LIABILITY COVERAGE on this 378 
policy for a newly acquired auto if there is any other liability coverage available 379 
from any other source.  380 

e. a non-owned auto is involved in a covered accident only the coverage from 381 
your one Declaration with the highest limit, in force at the time of the accident, 382 
will apply.  383 

Only one of your Declarations will apply to any vehicle and/or driver in a covered 384 
accident.  385 

NO STACKING OR AGGREGATION OF PART A – LIABILITY COVERAGE WILL 386 
BE ALLOWED BY THIS POLICY. 387 
 388 
Who is an Insured 389 
I. When we refer to your auto, a newly acquired auto, temporary substitute auto 390 

or a trailer to which PART A – LIABILITY COVERAGE of this policy applies, 391 
insured means you, and if you are: 392 
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1. A person, insured also means: 393 
A. your spouse; 394 
B. the family members of the first person listed as the Named Insured on 395 

this policy; 396 
C. any other person while using such an auto or trailer if its use is within 397 

the scope of consent of you or your spouse; and 398 
D. any other person or organization liable for the use of such an auto or 399 

trailer by one of the above insureds.  400 
2. A partnership or joint venture, insured also means: 401 

A. your members or partners; 402 
B. the person(s) listed as Designated Representative and Scheduled 403 

Operator on this policy’s Automobile Declaration(s); 404 
C. the spouse of the first person listed as Designated Representative on the 405 

Automobile Declaration; 406 
D. any other person while using such auto or trailer if its use is within the 407 

scope of consent of a person listed as Designated Representative on the 408 
Automobile Declaration; 409 

E. any other person or organization liable for the use of such auto or trailer 410 
by you or one of the insureds identified in paragraphs 2.A.-D. above, 411 
provided that the use of the auto at the time of the accident when referring 412 
to the insureds identified in paragraph 2. A. was in respect to activities 413 
associated with the partnership or joint venture shown as Named Insured 414 
on this policy.  415 

3. A limited liability company, insured also means: 416 
A. your members or managers; 417 
B. the person(s) listed as Designated Representative and Scheduled 418 

Operator on this policy’s Automobile Declaration(s); 419 
C. the spouse of the first person listed as Designated Representative on the 420 

Automobile Declaration; 421 
D. any other person while using such auto or trailer if its use is within the 422 

scope of consent of a person listed as Designated Representative on the 423 
Automobile Declaration; 424 

E. any other person or organization liable for the use of such auto or trailer 425 
by you or one of the insureds identified in paragraphs 3.A.-D. above, 426 
provided that the use of the auto at the time of the accident when referring 427 
to the insureds identified in paragraph 3. A. was in respect to activities 428 
associated with the limited liability company shown as Named Insured on 429 
this policy. 430 

4. A Corporation, insured also means:  431 
A. your officers, directors or shareholders; 432 
B. the person(s) listed as Designated Representative and Scheduled 433 

Operator on this policy’s Automobile Declaration(s); 434 
C. the spouse of the first person listed as Designated Representative on the 435 

Automobile Declaration; 436 
D. any other person while using such auto or trailer if its use is within the 437 

scope of consent of a person listed as Designated Representative on the 438 
Automobile Declaration; 439 

E. any other person or organization liable for the use of such auto or trailer 440 
by you or one of the insureds identified in paragraphs 4.A.-D. above, 441 
provided that the use of the auto at the time of the accident when referring 442 
to the insureds identified in paragraph 4. A. was in respect to activities 443 
associated with the Corporation shown as Named Insured on this policy.  444 

5. A Trust or other entity, insured also means:  445 
A. your executors, administrators, trustees, or directors, of the Trust or other 446 

entity; 447 
B. the person(s) listed as Designated Representative and Scheduled 448 
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Operator on this policy’s Automobile Declaration(s); 449 
C. the spouse of the first person listed as Designated Representative on the 450 

Automobile Declaration; 451 
D. any other person while using such auto or trailer if its use is within the 452 

scope and consent of a person listed as Designated Representative on 453 
the Automobile Declaration; 454 

E. any other person or organization liable for the use of such auto or trailer 455 
by you or one of the insureds identified in paragraphs 5.A.-D. above, 456 
provided that the use of the auto at the time of the accident when referring 457 
to the insureds identified in paragraph 5. A. was in respect to activities 458 
associated with the Trust or other entity shown as Named Insured on this 459 
policy. 460 

 461 
II. When we refer to a non-owned auto, insured means: 462 

1. If the first party listed as the Named Insured on the Automobile Declaration is a 463 
person, then that person is an insured, as well as; 464 

A. his/her spouse; 465 
B. his/her family members, provided the person claiming coverage does not 466 

own or lease an auto; 467 
2. If the first party listed as the Named Insured on the Automobile Declaration is 468 

not a person, then the entity listed and the first person listed as Designated 469 
Representative on the Automobile Declaration is an insured, as well as; 470 

A. his/her spouse; 471 
B. his/her family members, provided the person claiming coverage does not 472 

own or lease an auto; 473 
3. Any person or organization which does not own or hire the auto but is liable for 474 

its use by one of the persons or entities identified in 1. or 2. 475 
There is no coverage for non-owned autos while: 476 

a. being repaired, serviced or used by any person while that person is working 477 
in any auto business; or 478 

b. used in any other business or occupation other than farming. This does not 479 
apply to a private passenger auto driven or occupied by the first person 480 
listed as the Named Insured on the Automobile Declaration, their spouse or 481 
family members, or if the first party listed as the Named Insured is not a 482 
person then this does not apply to a private passenger auto driven or 483 
occupied by the first person listed as Designated Representative on the 484 
Automobile Declaration, their spouse or their family members. 485 

 486 
Trailer Coverage      487 

I. PART A – LIABILITY COVERAGE extends to a trailer described on an Automobile 488 
Declaration of this policy if the Declaration shows Bodily Injury Liability and 489 
Property Damage Liability for that trailer.  If such trailer showing Bodily Injury 490 
Liability and Property Damage Liability on the Declaration of this policy is attached 491 
to a pulling unit which is also covered for PART A – LIABILITY COVERAGE either 492 
on this policy or another policy issued by us, then only the highest limit of 493 
coverage applies.  No more than one limit for Bodily Injury Liability and Property 494 
Damage Liability from all Declarations issued by us on the trailer, pulling unit, or 495 
operator will apply when a trailer and a pulling unit are attached. This one highest 496 
limit of coverage from the trailer, pulling unit, or operator will be excess to any 497 
other liability insurance from any other source. 498 

 499 
If a trailer showing Bodily Injury Liability and Property Damage Liability on an 500 
Automobile Declaration of this policy is attached to a vehicle we do not insure, but 501 
the pulling unit and/or operator has other insurance available elsewhere, is 502 
bonded or self-insured for liability, or is owned by any level of government or any 503 
of its subdivisions or agencies, our coverage does not apply, unless the total 504 
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sums of protection available to the pulling unit is less than the limit for Bodily Injury 505 
Liability and Property Damage Liability  shown for the trailer on the Automobile 506 
Declaration of this policy, in which case our limit on such Declaration may apply 507 
as excess up to the difference between the total amount of protection available 508 
elsewhere to the pulling unit and/or operator and the limit on the trailer shown on 509 
the Automobile Declaration of this policy. 510 

 511 
II. PART A – LIABILITY COVERAGE on this policy extends to a trailer not insured by 512 

us for PART A – LIABILITY COVERAGE on this policy or any other policy issued 513 
by us, while it is attached to an auto which is covered under PART A – LIABILITY 514 
COVERAGE of this policy.  Only the limit shown on the Declaration as provided to 515 
the pulling unit for Bodily Injury Liability and Property Damage Liability applies to 516 
both the pulling unit and the trailer, for a covered accident.  This one limit of 517 
coverage will be excess to any other liability insurance from any other source. 518 

 519 
 III. PART A – LIABILITY COVERAGE on this policy extends to your use of a trailer 520 

not insured by us for PART A – LIABILITY COVERAGE on this policy or any other 521 
policy issued by us:  522 

a. while it is not attached to any vehicle, and 523 
b. only if it is not owned by you or available for your regular use, and 524 
c. only if it has a load capacity of less than 2,000 pounds. 525 

Only your one Declaration with the highest limit shown for Bodily Injury Liability 526 
and Property Damage Liability in effect at the time of the covered accident will 527 
apply.  This coverage will be excess to any other liability insurance on such trailer. 528 

 529 
 IV. PART A – LIABILITY COVERAGE will extend to a trailer not insured by us for 530 

PART A – LIABILITY COVERAGE on this policy or any other policy issued by us, 531 
while it is not attached to a vehicle, but only while being used in your farming 532 
operations at the time of the loss.  It must not be owned by you and it must 533 
temporarily replace a trailer showing Bodily Injury Liability and Property Damage 534 
Liability on an Automobile Declaration of this policy because that trailer showing 535 
Bodily Injury Liability and Property Damage Liability on the Automobile Declaration 536 
of this policy is out of use as a result of its breakdown, repair, damage or loss.  537 
Only the Declaration in effect on your trailer which is out of use will apply.  This 538 
coverage will be excess to any other liability insurance on such non-owned trailer. 539 

 540 
In addition to all other limitations, restrictions and exclusions pertaining to trailers in 541 

PART A – LIABILITY COVERAGE, there is no coverage provided: 542 
1. For any trailer designed to carry persons;  543 
2. For any trailer used in any type of auto business;  544 
3. For any pulling unit, except as provided in paragraph I. above; 545 
4. For any trailer not designed for use with a private passenger auto. 546 

 547 
NO STACKING OR AGGREGATION OF PART A – LIABILITY COVERAGE WILL 548 
BE ALLOWED BY THIS POLICY.  549 

 550 
Limits of Liability 551 

The amount shown on the Automobile Declaration under Limits for Bodily Injury 552 
Liability and Property Damage – Per Person refers to all damages including 553 
damages for care and loss of services or consortium, arising out of and due to bodily 554 
injury to one person.  The amount shown on the Automobile Declaration under 555 
Limits for Bodily Injury Liability - Per Accident refers to the amount, subject to the 556 
per person limit shown under Per Person, for all such damages arising out of and 557 
due to bodily injury to more than one person in the same accident.  The amount 558 
shown on the Automobile Declaration under Limits for Property Damage Liability – 559 
Per Accident refers to all property damage in the same accident. 560 
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Our limit of liability for covered losses will not exceed the amount shown under 561 
Limits for Bodily Injury Liability and Property Damage Liability on your Declaration. 562 
Only one of your Declarations will apply to any vehicle and/or driver in a covered 563 
accident.   564 

 565 
1. NO STACKING OR AGGREGATION OF PART A – LIABILITY COVERAGE 566 

WILL BE ALLOWED BY THIS POLICY.  567 
This is true regardless of the number of:  568 

a. Insureds; 569 
b.  Policies issued; 570 
c. Claims made; 571 
d. Vehicles shown or premiums paid on the policy; 572 
e. Vehicles involved in the accident; or  573 
f. Persons, entities or organizations that may be insured. 574 

2. In regard to an accident covered by PART A – LIABILITY COVERAGE, our limit 575 
of liability for all damages, including but not limited to those costs resulting from 576 
clean-up, testing, monitoring, abating, mitigating, removal, remediation, treating, 577 
or disposal, arising out of the actual, alleged or threatened discharge, dispersal, 578 
seepage, migration, release or escape of smoke, vapors, soot, fumes, acids, 579 
alkalis, toxic chemicals, liquids or gases, waste materials or other irritants, 580 
contaminants or pollutants into or upon the land, the atmosphere, any water 581 
course, or body of water will not exceed the limit(s) of liability mandated by the 582 
applicable Financial Responsibility Law. This provision does not increase our 583 
total limit of liability.  All damages from continuous or repeated exposure to 584 
substantially the same conditions will be considered as resulting from one 585 
accident. 586 

3. Regardless of the opening paragraph under Limits of Liability above and the 587 
limits of Bodily Injury Liability and Property Damage Liability shown on the 588 
Automobile Declaration, the limits of liability will not exceed the applicable limit of 589 
liability mandated by the Financial Responsibility Law of the state in which the 590 
accident occurred for: 591 

a. Any person, entity or organization using your auto, a newly acquired 592 
auto, temporary substitute auto, or trailer to which PART A – LIABILITY 593 
COVERAGE applies, other than: 594 

1) You and the person(s) shown as Designated Representative on this 595 
policy’s Automobile Declaration(s), whose driver’s license is not 596 
suspended or revoked on the date of the accident;  597 

2) Your spouse, whose driver’s license is not suspended or revoked on 598 
the date of the accident;  599 

3) Your family member: 600 
a. whose driver’s license is not suspended or revoked on the date of 601 

the accident; 602 
b. whose driver’s license has not been expired more than one year 603 

prior to the accident; 604 
c. who is not a person who has never had a driver’s license; 605 
d. whose use of such auto is within the scope of consent of you, 606 

your spouse, or a person shown as Designated Representative 607 
on this policy’s Automobile Declaration(s); 608 

4) A Scheduled Operator not already identified in paragraphs 3.a., 1) - 3) 609 
d. above, who is shown on this policy’s Automobile Declaration(s) as of 610 
the date of the accident, and;  611 

a. whose driver’s license is not suspended or revoked on the date of 612 
the accident; 613 

b. whose driver’s license has not been expired more than one year 614 
prior to the accident; 615 

c. who is not a person that has never had a driver’s license; 616

d.  whose use of such auto is within the scope of consent of you, 617 
your spouse, or a person shown as Designated Representative 618 
on this policy’s Automobile Declaration(s). 619 

b. Any person, entity or organization using a non-owned auto to which 620 
PART A – LIABILITY COVERAGE applies, other than: 621 

1) You and the person(s) shown as Designated Representative on this 622 
policy’s Automobile Declaration(s), whose driver’s license is not 623 
suspended or revoked on the date of the accident; 624 

2) Your spouse, whose driver’s license is not suspended or revoked on 625 
the date of the accident; 626 

3) Your family member: 627 
a. whose driver’s license is not suspended or revoked on the date of 628 

the accident; 629 
b. whose driver’s license has not been expired more than one year 630

e. whose use of such non-owned auto is within the scope of consent 634

above, who is  shown on this policy’s Automobile Declaration(s) as of 637 
the date of the accident, and: 638 

a. whose driver’s license is not suspended or revoked on the date of 639 
the accident; 640 

b. whose driver’s license has not been expired more than one year 641 
prior to the accident; 642 

c. who is not a person that has never had a driver’s license; 643 
d. who does not own, lease, or hire an auto; 644 
e. whose use of such non-owned auto is within the scope of consent 645 

of you, your spouse, or a person shown as Designated 646 
Representative on this policy’s Automobile Declaration(s).   647 

4. Any payment made to a person under PART C – UNINSURED MOTOR 648 
VEHICLE COVERAGE of this policy for the same accident shall reduce any 649 
amount payable to that person under PART A – LIABILITY COVERAGE of this 650 
policy. 651 

5. Persons having a derivative claim including but not limited to a claim for loss of 652 
care or services do not constitute a separate and distinct bodily injury or limit of 653 
coverage.  Only one “Per Person” limit applies for all damages and claims of all 654 
claimants arising out of one person’s bodily injury. 655 

6. Subject to all other terms of this Limits of Liability section, the limits of liability 656 
for trailers is found in the section titled Trailer Coverage of PART A – LIABILITY 657 
COVERAGE.   658 

 659 
When PART A – LIABILITY COVERAGE Does Not Apply 660 
This policy shall comply with any motor vehicle compulsory insurance law or financial 661 

responsibility law to the extent required and in addition to the limitations of 662 
coverage stated in other sections of PART A - LIABILITY COVERAGE: 663 

There is no coverage: 664 
1. While any vehicle insured under this section is: 665 

a. rented to others; 666 
b. being repaired, serviced or used by any person employed or engaged in any 667 

way in an auto business. This does not apply to: 668 
1) you and the first person listed as Designated Representative on the 669 

Automobile Declaration; 670 
2) your spouse and the spouse of the first person listed as Designated 671 

Representative on the Automobile Declaration; 672 
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3) any family member of you and any family member of the first person 673 
listed as Designated Representative on the Automobile Declaration; 674 

4) any resident of your household and any resident of the household of the 675 
first person listed as Designated Representative on the Automobile 676 
Declaration.  677 

This coverage is excess for those persons identified in sub-paragraph 4) of 678 
1.b. above. 679 

2. For any bodily injury including, but not limited to, all consequential, pecuniary, 680 
and/or statutory damages arising in any way out of, or derivative of, any bodily 681 
injury: 682 

a. to a fellow employee while on the job and arising from the use of a vehicle by 683 
another employee in the  employer’s business. You and your spouse, and 684 
the first person listed as Designated Representative on the Automobile 685 
Declaration, and their spouse, are covered for such injury to a fellow 686 
employee. 687 

b. to any business employee of: 688 
 i. any insured; 689 
ii. a spouse or family member of: 690 

1. any Designated Representative or any Scheduled Operator shown on 691 
this policy’s Declaration(s); 692 

2. any person identified as an insured in sub-paragraphs 2.A., 3.A, 4.A., 693 
or 5.A. of the section Who is an Insured, paragraph I., of PART A – 694 
LIABILITY COVERAGE; 695 

arising out of and/or in the course of his or her employment by any such 696 
person  identified in 2.b. i) or 2.b. ii) above. 697 

This exclusion 2. b. does not apply to bodily injury not otherwise excluded: 698 
 i. to a household employee or domestic employee who is not covered by, or 699 

who is not entitled or required to be covered under, any workers 700 
compensation insurance or benefits.  701 

c. to the spouse, child, parent, brother or sister of any employee as a 702 
consequence of a. or b. above. 703 

Exclusions a. through c. above apply whether the insured may be liable as an 704 
employer or in any other capacity, and to any obligation to share damages with, or 705 
to repay, someone else who must pay damages because of injury. 706 

d. to any insured or any insured’s family member to the extent the limits of 707 
liability of this policy exceed the limits of liability required by law. If any other 708 
liable party has met the limits required by the Financial Responsibility Laws in 709 
the state where the accident occurs, this PART A – LIABILITY COVERAGE 710 
does not apply.  711 

e. which arises out of the transmission of a communicable disease by any: 712 
  i. insured; 713 
 ii. spouse or family member of: 714 

1. any Designated Representative or any Scheduled Operator shown on 715 
this policy’s Declaration(s); 716 

2. any person identified as an insured in sub-paragraphs 2.A., 3.A, 4.A., 717 
or 5.A. of the section Who is an Insured, paragraph I., of PART A – 718 
LIABILITY COVERAGE.  719 

3. For: 720 
a. any bodily injury or property damage for which the United States of America, 721 

or State Government, or State Institution, or State Entity, or any of  their 722 
departments or agencies might be liable for the insured’s use of any vehicle.  723 

b. property damage to property owned by, rented to, in the care, custody, control  724 
or charge of, or transported by: 725 

 i.  an insured; 726 
ii. a spouse or family member of: 727 

1. any Designated Representative or any Scheduled Operator shown on 728 
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this policy’s Declaration(s); 729 
2. any person identified as an insured in sub-paragraphs 2.A., 3.A, 4.A., 730 

or 5.A. of the section Who is an Insured, paragraph I., of PART A – 731 
LIABILITY COVERAGE;  732 

 But coverage applies to: 733 
1) a residence or private garage rented to you and damaged by a vehicle we 734 

insure on this policy; or  735 
2) an auto: 736 

a. operated by any insured; and 737 
b. owned by a person or organization engaged in the business of 738 

selling, repairing or servicing motor vehicles; and 739 
c. loaned to any insured for demonstration purposes or as a replacement 740 

for your auto while it is out of use due to breakdown, repair or 741 
servicing. 742 

3) an auto: 743 
a. in your possession, and 744 
b. owned by your employer, and 745 
c. damaged by your or your family member’s negligence, or the first 746 

listed Designated Representative’s or their family member’s 747 
negligence, arising out of the use of your auto, a newly acquired 748 
auto, a non-owned auto, a temporary substitute auto not owned, 749 
leased, or provided by your employer, or a trailer covered by PART A 750 
– LIABILITY COVERAGE of this policy. 751 

We will not pay more than fifteen thousand dollars ($15,000) for such 752 
damages addressed in 3. b. 3) above. 753 

4. For any obligation of: 754 
a. You;  755 
b. Any insured;  756 
c. Any spouse or family member of: 757 

i. Any Designated Representative or Scheduled Operator shown on this 758 
policy’s Declaration(s); or 759 

ii. Any person identified as an insured in sub-paragraphs 2.A., 3.A, 4.A. or 760 
5.A., of the section Who is an Insured, paragraph I., of PART A – 761 
LIABILITY COVERAGE;  762 

d. Any insurer of those identified in 4.a. through c. above;  763 
under any type of compensation law or similar law. 764 
This exclusion applies whether those identified in 4.a. through d. above may be 765 
liable as an employer or in any other capacity, and to any obligation to share 766 
damages with, or to fully or partially reimburse a third party for such damages 767 
including, but not limited to, damages paid under unemployment 768 
compensation laws, non-occupational disability, occupational disease 769 
benefits, the Federal Employers' Liability Act, or the Jones Act. 770 

5.  For liability assumed by: 771 
a. You; 772 
b. Any insured; 773 
c. Any spouse or family member of: 774 

i. Any Designated Representative or Scheduled Operator shown on this 775 
policy’s Declaration(s); or 776 

ii. Any person identified as an insured in sub-paragraphs 2.A., 3.A, 4.A. or 777 
5.A., of the section Who is an Insured, paragraph I., of PART A – 778 
LIABILITY COVERAGE; 779 

under, or arising out of a breach of, any oral or written contract or agreement.   780 
6. For: 781 

a. any insured who is an insured under a nuclear energy liability policy or who 782 
would be an insured under a nuclear energy liability policy but for its 783 
termination upon exhaustion of its limit of liability; 784 
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b. any bodily injury or property damage resulting from the explosion of any 785 
weapon employing atomic fission or fusion; 786 

c. any bodily injury or property damage resulting from nuclear reaction or 787 
radiation, or radioactive contamination, however caused; 788 

d. any bodily injury or property damage resulting from the hazardous properties 789 
of nuclear materials.  790 

7. For liability of any insured for punitive or exemplary damages. 791 
8. For bodily injury or property damage if an insured’s conduct contributed to such 792 

bodily injury or property damage by seeking to elude lawful apprehension or 793 
arrest by a police officer, or while committing a felonious act. 794 

9. For bodily injury or property damage arising from the use of any vehicle 795 
designed for racing or any other vehicle while competing in, practicing for, or 796 
preparing for, any racing or speed contest or other competitive event. 797 
Competitive event does not include participation in a parade or car show. 798 

10. For bodily injury or property damage expected or intended by an insured even if 799 
the resulting bodily injury or property damage is of a different kind, quality or 800 
degree than initially expected or intended, or is sustained by a different person, 801 
entity, real or personal property, than initially expected or intended. 802 

11. For bodily injury or property damage resulting from any actual, alleged, 803 
threatened or adjudicated sexual abuse, harassment, molestation, or relations. 804 

12. For any actual, alleged, threatened or adjudicated bodily injury or property 805 
damage resulting from physical, mental or emotional injury or damage including, 806 
but not limited to, that derived from abuse, harassment, belittlement, 807 
disparagement, revilement, castigation, chastisement, criticism, perversion, 808 
maltreatment, desecration, vexation, torment, torture, devilment or bullying, 809 
whether through physical, verbal, imaged, texted, electronically transmitted, 810 
telephonic, or any other means.  811 

13. While any vehicle is operated by or is under the control of any person shown as a 812 
Restricted Driver on the Automobile Declaration. 813 

14. For any vehicle or driver of such vehicle, otherwise covered by this policy, while 814 
such vehicle is being used at the time of an accident as a public livery or 815 
conveyance to transport or carry persons or property for any compensation or 816 
suggested donation.  This includes, but is not limited to: 817 

a. while a driver is logged onto a transportation network company’s 818 
digital network; or 819 

b. while a driver provides a prearranged ride. 820 
 821 
If There Is Other Liability Coverage 822 

1. Policies Issued by Us:  823 
Except for a newly acquired auto and a trailer addressed in 3. and 4. below, if 824 
two or more vehicle liability policies issued by us to: 825 

a. you, 826 
b. your spouse, 827 
c. your family members, 828 
d. the person(s) shown as Designated Representative on this policy’s 829 

Automobile Declaration(s), their spouse or family members, or  830 
e. any entity owned or controlled by you, your spouse, the person(s) shown 831 

as Designated Representative on this policy’s Automobile Declaration(s) or 832 
their spouse(s), 833 

apply to the same driver and/or vehicle in a covered accident, the total limits of 834 
liability under all such policies shall not exceed that of the policy with the highest 835 
limit for Bodily Injury Liability and Property Damage Liability showing on a 836 
Declaration of that policy which applies to such driver and/or vehicle.  Only one 837 
Declaration with the highest limit of liability will apply. 838 

2. Liability Coverage Available From Other Sources: 839 
Except for a newly acquired auto and a trailer addressed in 3. and 4. below, 840 
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and subject to all other terms of this section and of PART A – LIABILITY 841 
COVERAGE, if there is coverage available: 842 

a. under one or more policies of insurance issued by any other insurance carrier 843 
or by us to a person(s) or entity(s) other than those identified in paragraph 1 844 
above; and/or 845 

b. from a party that is self-insured under any motor vehicle financial 846 
responsibility law, a motor carrier law or any similar law;  847 

for the same accident, this coverage will apply only as excess over such other 848 
coverage. 849 

3. Newly Acquired Auto: 850 
This coverage does not apply if there is other vehicle liability coverage on a 851 
newly acquired auto. 852 

4. Trailers: 853 
In regard to trailers, see the section titled Trailer Coverage of PART A – 854 
LIABILITY COVERAGE for terms pertaining to when there is other liability 855 
insurance. 856 
 857 

NO STACKING OR AGGREGATION OF PART A – LIABILITY COVERAGE WILL 858 
BE ALLOWED BY THIS POLICY. 859 
 860 
Motor Vehicle Compulsory Insurance Law or Financial Responsibility Law 861 

1. Out-of-State Coverage: 862 
If an insured under the liability coverage is in another state, U.S. territory or 863 
possession, Puerto Rico, or Canada and, as a non-resident, becomes subject to 864 
its motor vehicle compulsory insurance, financial responsibility or similar law for a 865 
covered loss: 866 

a. the policy will be interpreted to give the coverage required by the law; and 867 
b. the coverage so given replaces any coverage in this policy to the extent 868 

required by the law for the insured’s use of an auto insured under this 869 
policy. 870 

Any coverage so extended shall be reduced to the extent other coverages apply, 871 
including PART B – MEDICAL PAYMENTS COVERAGE, to the accident. In no 872 
event shall a person collect more than once. 873 

2. Financial Responsibility Law: 874 
When certified under any law as proof of future financial responsibility, and while 875 
required during the policy period, this policy shall comply with such law to the 876 
extent required. The insured agrees to repay us for any payment we would not 877 
have had to make under the terms of this policy except for this agreement.  878

PART B - MEDICAL PAYMENTS COVERAGE 881 
 882 

Subject to all terms of this contract, you have this coverage if Medical Payments 883 
appears on the Automobile Declaration, and the appropriate premium for the Limit 884 
shown has been paid. 885 
 886 
MEDICAL EXPENSES 887 
We will pay reasonable medical expenses billed or the amounts which the healthcare 888 
provider has accepted from any governmental program including but not limited to 889 
Medicare, Medicaid, or similar program or private health insurer or health plan in 890 
payment of the bills, liens, judgments or claims for such medical expenses, whichever 891 
is less, for bodily injury caused by accident, for services furnished within three years 892 
of the date of the accident. These expenses are for necessary medical, surgical, X-893 
ray, dental, ambulance, hospital, professional nursing and funeral services, 894 
eyeglasses, hearing aids and prosthetic devices. The bodily injury must be 895 
discovered and treatment commenced within one year of the date of the accident. 896 
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Reasonable medical expenses do not include expenses: 897 
1. for treatment, services, products or procedures that are: 898 

a. experimental in nature, for research or not primarily designed to serve a 899 
medical purpose; or 900 

b. not commonly and customarily recognized throughout the medical profession 901 
and within the United States as appropriate for the treatment of the bodily 902 
injury; or 903 

2. incurred for: 904 
a. the use of thermography or other related procedures of a similar nature; or 905 
b. the use of acupuncture or other related procedures of a similar nature; or 906 
c. the purchase or rental of equipment not primarily designed to serve a medical 907 

purpose; or 908 
d.  massage therapy. 909 

We have the right to engage reviewers, consultants and data providers in formulating 910 
our judgment as to whether the charges are reasonable and necessary charges for 911 
the bodily injury sustained. The determination of whether charges are reasonable 912 
and necessary charges may be made after the insured has received the goods and 913 
services for which the charges are made. The fact that a licensed healthcare provider 914 
furnished, rendered or prescribed the goods and services is not solely determinative of 915 
whether the charges made for them are reasonable and necessary charges.

Persons for Whom Medical Expenses Are Payable 918 
We will pay medical expenses for bodily injury sustained by an insured in a covered 919 
accident.  920 
Who is an Insured 921 
Insured for purposes of PART B – MEDICAL PAYMENTS COVERAGE means: 922 

1. the first person listed as the Named Insured on the Automobile Declaration and 923 
the first person listed as the Designated Representative on the Automobile 924

2. any family member of the person identified in 1. above; 926 
3. any Scheduled Operator(s) shown on the Automobile Declaration as of the date of 927 

the accident.  928 
These persons identified in 1., 2., or 3. above, must have sustained the bodily 929

a. while they operate or occupy a vehicle covered under PART A - LIABILITY 931 

COVERAGE of this policy; or 932

or trailer.  A pedestrian means a person who is not occupying a motor 934 
vehicle, trailer or bicycle. 935

Payment of Medical Expenses 946

The amount of coverage for medical expenses, including funeral services, is shown on 951 
the Automobile Declaration under Limits for Medical Payments. The maximum 952 
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amount payable per person under PART B – MEDICAL PAYMENTS COVERAGE for 953 
funeral services is the limit for Medical Payments shown on the Declaration or $6,000, 954 
whichever is less. 955 
Subject to all other terms of this coverage, only one of your Declarations showing 956 
Medical Payments will apply in a covered accident. 957 

1. A motor vehicle and attached trailer are one vehicle and: 958 
a. If we have written PART B – MEDICAL PAYMENTS COVERAGE on both the 959 

trailer and the pulling unit in a covered accident, only the one Declaration 960 
showing the highest limit of Medical Payments applies.

Insured – means the person or persons covered by PART C – UNINSURED 1141

5. an organization rendering the service. 1184 

Payment under PART C – UNINSURED MOTOR VEHICLE COVERAGE will not 1185 
constitute an admission of liability of any person, or of us except under PART C – 1186 
UNINSURED MOTOR VEHICLE COVERAGE. 1187

Limits of Liability 1189 

1. The amount of coverage is shown on the Automobile Declaration under Limits, for 1190

iii. scheduled operators shown on the Declaration; 1287 

while a passenger (non-operator) of a non-owned auto being used for such 1288 
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purposes at the time of the accident. 1289 
10. for bodily injury sustained by any insured using a vehicle without permission to 1290 

do so. 1291 
11. while any vehicle is operated by or is under the control of any person shown as a 1292 

Restricted Driver on the Automobile Declaration. 1293

EFFECT OF UNINSURED MOTORIST INSURANCE LAWS OR FINANCIAL 1295 
RESPONSIBILITY LAWS 1296 
If an applicable uninsured motorist law or financial responsibility law renders any 1297 
provision of this Part of the policy unenforceable, we will provide only the minimum 1298 
limits mandated by such law.  However, if other insurance covers an insured's claim 1299 
and provides those required minimum limits, the provisions of this policy are fully 1300 
enforceable. 1301

All provisions of this Part of the policy which exceed the requirements of any 1303 
applicable uninsured motorist insurance law or financial responsibility law, or are not 1304 
governed by it, are fully enforceable.

Subject to all terms of this contract, you have: 1310 
1. OTHER THAN COLLISION coverage if Other Than Collision appears on  the 1311 

Automobile Declaration, and the appropriate premium shown has been paid; 1312 
2. COLLISION coverage if Collision appears on the Automobile Declaration and the 1313 

appropriate premium shown has been paid. 1314 
 1315 
ADDITIONAL DEFINED WORDS 1316 
Actual Cash Value (ACV) – means the depreciated worth of the auto or part 1317 

immediately prior to the accident. Actual cash value is determined by us, based 1318 
upon our knowledge of the prices charged by auto or parts merchants in the 1319 
geographic area where either the first person listed as Named Insured or the first 1320 
person listed as Designated Representative on the Automobile Declaration resides. 1321 
To aid us in determining actual cash value, we may utilize any one or more of the 1322 
databases, appraisal tools and other methods commonly used in the insurance 1323 
industry to evaluate similar vehicles or parts.  Actual cash value is determined by 1324 
the age and condition at the time the loss occurred.  Any deductible amount that 1325 
applies is then subtracted.  1326 

Collision – means the upset or overturn of an auto to which COLLISION coverage on 1327 
this policy applies, or the impact of such auto with another vehicle or object. 1328 

Cost to Repair or Replace – means the amount of money required to pay for the 1329 
repair or replacement of the vehicle or part. Cost to repair or replace is determined 1330 
by us, based upon our knowledge of the prices charged by repair or replacement 1331 
facilities in the geographic area where the repair is to be done. To aid us in 1332 
determining cost to repair or replace, we may utilize any one or more of the 1333 
databases, appraisal tools and other methods commonly used in the insurance 1334 
industry to determine the prices charged by repair facilities in the geographic area 1335 
where the repair or replacement is to be done. 1336 
The cost to repair or replace is based upon: 1337 

1. the cost of repair as determined by us, or 1338 
2. the lower of: 1339 

a. a competitive bid approved by us, or 1340 
b. an estimate written based upon the prevailing competitive price. The prevailing 1341 

competitive price means labor rates, parts prices and material prices charged 1342 
in the area where the vehicle is to be repaired as determined by us. If you 1343 
ask, we will identify some facilities that will perform the repairs at the prevailing 1344 
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competitive price. 1345 
Loss – means each direct, sudden and accidental loss of or damage to an auto to 1346 

which this PART D – COVERAGE FOR DAMAGE TO YOUR AUTO applies, and to 1347 
the equipment permanently attached to, and common to the use and operation of, 1348 
such auto as a vehicle.  However, loss, including the cost to repair or replace, 1349 
does not include any loss of use, or any reduction in the value of any vehicle or 1350 
detachable living quarters after it has been repaired, as compared to its value before 1351 
it was damaged.

1. the reasonable cost of towing an auto to which PART D – COVERAGE FOR 1358 
DAMAGE TO YOUR AUTO applies, to the nearest place where the necessary 1359 
repairs can be made and storing it until we either deny, or offer to settle, a claim 1360 
under OTHER THAN COLLISION (OTC) or COLLISION coverage; and 1361 

2. the reasonable cost which you incur immediately after a loss to protect the auto 1362 
and its equipment from further losses. 1363 

Replacement Parts – means new or previously utilized parts, made by any 1364 
manufacturer, whether or not the manufacturer made the original part or auto. 1365 
 1366 
Subject to all other provisions in this PART D – COVERAGE FOR DAMAGE TO 1367 
YOUR AUTO and in this policy, any applicable coverage for OTHER THAN 1368 
COLLISION or COLLISION loss(es) available under PART D – COVERAGE FOR 1369 
DAMAGE TO YOUR AUTO of this policy for your auto, also applies to a newly 1370 
acquired auto, or a temporary substitute auto, except this insurance does not apply 1371 
if there is other similar coverage on a newly acquired auto.   1372 
 1373 
For coverage for an OTC or COLLISION loss to be applicable to a non-owned auto, 1374 
the non-owned auto must be driven by, or in the custody of, you, your spouse, your 1375 
family member, the first person listed as Designated Representative on the 1376 
Automobile Declaration or their spouse or family member. 1377 
 1378 
If: 1379 

1. your policy with us has multiple vehicles with PART D – COVERAGE FOR 1380 
DAMAGE TO YOUR AUTO; and/or 1381 

2. you have multiple policies with us having PART D – COVERAGE FOR DAMAGE 1382 
TO YOUR AUTO; and 1383 

a. an auto shown on an Automobile Declaration of one of your policies with us is 1384 
involved in a covered accident only the coverage from the Declaration of the 1385 
vehicle involved in the accident will apply;   1386 

b. a temporary substitute auto is involved in a covered accident only the 1387 
coverage from the Declaration of your vehicle the temporary substitute auto is 1388 
temporarily replacing, will apply;  1389 

c. a newly acquired auto which replaces one of your autos is involved in a 1390 
covered accident only the coverage from the Declaration of the vehicle the newly 1391 
acquired auto replaces will apply; 1392 

d. a newly acquired auto which is an added auto is involved in a covered accident  1393 
only the coverage from one Declaration of your choosing, which is in force at the  1394 
time of the purchase of the newly acquired auto and in force at the time of the 1395 
accident, will apply.

We may move the damaged property at our expense.  If you do not give us your 1406 
consent, we will pay only the storage costs which would have resulted if we had 1407 
moved the damaged property. 1408

Who is an Insured 1410 
Insured means you, and if you are: 1411

A. your spouse; 1413

2. A partnership, insured also means: 1415

Representative on the Automobile Declaration;  1417 
B. the spouses and family members of those identified in 2. A.; 1418 

3. A limited liability company, insured also means: 1419 
A. your members and managers and the person(s) listed as Designated 1420 

Representative on the Automobile Declaration; 1421 
B. the spouses and family members of those identified in 3. A.; 1422 

4. A corporation, insured also means: 1423 
A. your officers, directors or shareholders and the person(s) listed as 1424 

Designated Representative on the Automobile Declaration; 1425 
B. the spouses and family members of those identified in 4. A.; 1426 

5. A trust or other entity, insured also means: 1427 
A. your executors, administrators, or directors of the Trust or other entity, and 1428 

the person(s) listed as Designated Representative on the Automobile 1429 
Declaration; 1430 

B. the spouses and family members of those identified in 5. A. 1431 
 1432 
OTHER THAN COLLISION (OTC) 1433 
You have this coverage if Other Than Collision appears on the Automobile 1434 
Declaration. 1435 
We will pay sudden and accidental loss not otherwise excluded, to those auto’s for 1436 
which this OTC coverage applies. 1437 
 1438 
If a deductible applies, the amount of the deductible is shown on the Automobile 1439 
Declaration.  The deductible, if any, will be subtracted from the amount of the cost to 1440 
repair or replace for which this OTC coverage applies. 1441 
 1442 
If we offer to pay for the repair of damaged windshield glass instead of the 1443 
replacement of the windshield, we will pay the full cost of repairing the windshield 1444 
glass regardless of your deductible. 1445

Breakage of glass, or loss caused by missiles, falling objects, fire, theft, larceny, 1447 
explosion, earthquake, windstorm, hail, water, flood, malicious mischief or vandalism, 1448 
riot or civil commotion, is payable under this OTC coverage.

Loss caused by collision is not covered under OTC, except loss due to hitting, or 1451 
being hit by, a bird, animal, or person is payable under this OTC coverage.

2. any child restraint systems or other items of safety equipment required by Federal 1489 
or State law to be present in the vehicle;  and 1490 

3. camper shells or bedliners not attached to your auto;  1491 
is $1,000 for any one accident regardless of the number of such items damaged or 1492 
stolen.

The most we will pay under OTC or COLLISION for a loss to electronic equipment not 1495 
originating from the vehicle manufacturer is $500. 1496 
 1497 
The most we will pay under OTC or COLLISION for a loss to a non-owned trailer as 1498 
described under Trailer Coverage is $2,500. 1499 
 1500 
Settlement of Loss – OTHER THAN COLLISION (OTC) or COLLISION  1501 

We have the right to settle a loss with you or the owner of the property in one of the 1502 
following ways; at our option: 1503 
1. pay to repair or replace the property or part with like kind and quality. If the repair 1504 

or replacement results in better than like kind and quality, you must pay for the 1505 
amount of the betterment; 1506 

2. return the stolen property and pay for any damage due to the theft; 1507 
3. pay the actual cash value (ACV) of the property at the time of the loss in 1508

The cost of the appraiser shall be paid by the party who hired him or her. The cost of 1522 
the third appraiser and other appraisal expenses shall be shared equally by both 1523 
parties. We do not waive any of our rights by agreeing to an appraisal. 1524

Trailer Coverage 1526 

1.Owned Trailer 1527 
Your trailer is covered: 1528 

a. only when it is described on the Automobile Declaration; and 1529 
b. for the coverages shown as applying to it on the Automobile Declaration. 1530 

We will not pay for loss to a trailer you own which is not shown on the 1531 
Automobile Declaration, with the exception of a trailer to which you:  1532

The most we will pay under the OTHER THAN COLLISION (OTC) or COLLISION 1545 
coverage for a loss to such non-owned trailer is $2,500.  1546

A non-owned trailer is one that: 1548 

1. is not owned by or registered in the name of: 1549 
a. you, your spouse, your family member, or any person listed as 1550 

Designated Representative or Scheduled Operator on this policy’s 1551 
Automobile Declaration(s), their spouse or their family member; 1552 

b. any person, other than those identified in a. above, residing in the same 1553 
household as you or any person listed as Designated Representative or 1554 
Scheduled Operator on this policy’s Automobile Declaration(s); or 1555 

c. an employer of you, your spouse, your family member, any person 1556 
listed as Designated Representative or Scheduled Operator on this policy’s 1557 
Automobile Declaration(s), their spouse or their family member. 1558 

  1559 
When PART D – COVERAGE FOR DAMAGE TO YOUR AUTO Does Not Apply 1560 
There is no coverage for: 1561 

1. A non-owned auto: 1562 
a. while being repaired, serviced, operated, maintained, occupied or used by any 1563 

person while that person is working in any auto business; or 1564 
b. while used in any other business or occupation other than farming. This does 1565

10. Loss to any vehicle designed for racing or damaged while competing in, or 1653 
practicing or preparing for, any racing or speed contest or other competitive 1654 
event. Competitive event does not mean participating in a parade or car show.  1655 

11. Damage to any vehicle if the actions of any insured contributed to the damage 1656 
by seeking to elude lawful apprehension, arrest by a police officer or while 1657 
committing a felonious act. 1658 

12. Damage resulting from modifying a device's operating functions, procedures, 1659 
specifications, voltage, input, or output beyond its documented capabilities, limits, 1660 
or thresholds. 1661 

13. Damage to personal property contained in or on a vehicle at the time of accident. 1662 
14. Any vehicle you own or lease that is not shown on the Declaration as having this 1663 

coverage. 1664 
15. Any vehicle operated by or under the control of any person shown as a 1665 

Restricted Driver on the Automobile Declaration, except for the rights of recovery 1666 
of a loss payee shown on the Declaration. 1667 

16. Theft committed by, or with the knowledge of, any insured. 1668 
 1669 

 1670 
If There Is Other Coverage: 1671 

Your Auto 1672 
If other coverage applies to loss or expenses to your auto, we will pay only our 1673 
share. Our share is the percent the limit of liability of this policy bears to the total of 1674 
all coverage that applies. 1675 

Temporary Substitute Auto, Non-owned Auto, Trailer 1676 
Subject to all other terms of this PART D – COVERAGE FOR DAMAGE TO YOUR 1677 
AUTO, if a temporary substitute auto, a non-owned auto or trailer covered by 1678 
this PART D – COVERAGE FOR DAMAGE TO YOUR AUTO coverage has other 1679 
coverage available for the same damages, then this coverage is excess. 1680

 2) agreement between the insured, the claimant and us. 1720 

c.  under PART C – UNINSURED MOTOR VEHICLE COVERAGE, PART B – 1721 
MEDICAL PAYMENTS COVERAGE, PART D – COVERAGE FOR DAMAGE 1722 
TO YOUR AUTO, ACCIDENTAL DEATH BENEFITS, UNDERINSURED 1723 
MOTOR VEHICLE, or DISABILITY INCOME coverage until 30 days after we 1724 
get the insured’s notice of accident or loss. 1725 

No person or organization has any right under this policy to join us in any action to 1726 
determine the liability of any insured. 1727 

4.  Our Right to Recover Payments 1728 
If we make a payment under any part of, or endorsements to, this policy and the 1729 
person to or for whom payment was made has a right to recover damages from 1730 
another, we will be subrogated to that right. We are to be repaid our payments, 1731 
costs, and fees of collection out of any recovery. 1732 
a. PART B – MEDICAL PAYMENTS COVERAGE payments are not recoverable 1733 

by us in Missouri, but we reserve the right to recover where allowable.  1734 
b. Under PART C – UNINSURED MOTOR VEHICLE COVERAGE coverage: 1735 

 1)  we are subrogated to the extent of our payments to the proceeds of any 1736 
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settlement or judgment the injured person recovers from any party liable for 1737 
the bodily injury. 1738 

 2)  if the person to or for whom we have made payment has not recovered from 1739 
the party at fault, he or she shall: 1740 

 a) keep these rights in trust for us; 1741 
 b) execute any legal papers we need; and 1742 
 c) when we ask, take action through our representative to recover our 1743 

payments.   1744 
c. Under Underinsured Motor Vehicle coverage: 1745 

1) we are subrogated to the amount we pay; and 1746 
2) upon payment we are entitled to an assignment of any judgment obtained by 1747 

the injured person against the party liable for the bodily injury; and 1748

Our right to recover payment does not apply with respect to UNDERINSURED 1752

insurance; Blue Cross/Blue Shield and any other prepayment coverage; any 2297 
governmental program providing benefits afforded under DISABILITY INCOME; 2298 
benefits received under any compensation law; or automobile disability benefits. 2299 
Insurance afforded under DISABILITY INCOME for you, your spouse and any of 2300 
your family members injured while occupying a temporary substitute auto or a 2301 
non-owned auto will be excess over any other valid and collectible automobile 2302 
disability loss of income insurance. 2303 
If the DISABILITY INCOME afforded hereunder is concurrent with like insurance 2304 
afforded by any other automobile policy(s) issued to you by us, the total liability of us 2305 
under all such policies will not exceed the one limit on the one Declaration having the 2306 
highest applicable limit, of all Declarations on all your policies. 2307

TRANSPORTATION AND TRAVEL EXPENSES 2309

You have this coverage if Transportation/Travel Expense is shown on the Automobile 2311 
Declaration and the appropriate premium for the Limits shown has been paid. 2312

Coverage is provided for expenses provided under this endorsement, resulting from a 2314 
covered loss under PART D – COVERAGE FOR DAMAGE TO YOUR AUTO that 2315 
renders a vehicle covered under this endorsement unsafe to drive.  We will pay 2316 
covered losses without application of a deductible, up to the Per Day limit shown on 2317 
the Automobile Declaration, not to exceed the Maximum per occurrence amount 2318 
shown on the Automobile Declaration, for: 2319 

1. temporary transportation, meals, and lodging expenses actually incurred by you, 2320 
or a person listed as Designated Representative on the Automobile Declaration, 2321 
in the event of a covered loss to your auto, newly acquired auto, temporary 2322 
substitute auto, or non-owned auto.

The Limits of Liability section of PART A – LIABILITY COVERAGE is amended as 2366

THERE IS NO UNDERINSURED MOTOR VEHICLE GAP COVERAGE UNTIL ALL 2434 
LIMITS OF LIABILITY OF ALL BODILY INJURY LIABILITY BONDS AND POLICIES 2435 
THAT APPLY HAVE BEEN EXHAUSTED BY PAYMENT OF JUDGMENTS OR 2436 
SETTLEMENTS, AND THE TOTAL SUM OF ALL LIMITS PAID ARE LESS THAN 2437

4. While located for use as a residence or premises; 2456 
5. Designed for use mainly off public roads except while on public roads; 2457 
6. Defined as an “uninsured motor vehicle” in your policy;  2458 
7. Operated on rails or crawler treads; or 2459 
8. Whose limits of liability for bodily injury liability are equal to, or greater than, the 2460 

limit of liability for Underinsured Motor Vehicle shown on the Automobile 2461 
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Declaration. 2462

Who is an Insured 2464 
Insured means:  2465 

1. If the Named Insured(s) on the Automobile Declaration is a person, then that 2466

The amount shown on the Automobile Declaration Under “Per Accident” 2525 
refers to the amount, subject to the amount shown under “Per Person”, for all such 2526 
damages arising out of and due to bodily injury to more than one person in the 2527 
same accident.  Persons having a derivative claim including but not limited to a 2528 
claim for loss of care or services do not constitute a separate and distinct bodily 2529 
injury or limit of coverage.  Only one “Per Person” limit applies for all damages 2530 
and claims of all claimants arising out of one person’s bodily injury.  2531

5. For bodily injury which arises out of the transmission of a communicable disease 2564 
to any insured. 2565 

6. For bodily injury sustained while occupying any vehicle designed for racing or 2566 
any vehicle while competing in, or practicing or preparing for, any racing or speed 2567 
contest or competitive event.  Competitive event does not include participation in 2568 
a parade or car show. 2569 

7. For any insured while occupying a motor vehicle owned or leased at the time of 2570 
the accident by you, your family member, any person listed as Designated 2571 
Representative or Scheduled Operator on any Automobile Declaration of this 2572 
policy at the time of the accident or any of their family members, if such vehicle 2573 
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is not shown on any Automobile Declaration of this policy at the time of the 2574 
accident as being insured for Underinsured Motor Vehicle gap coverage. 2575 

8. For bodily injury from being struck by a motor vehicle owned or leased at the 2576 
time of the accident by you, your family member, any person listed as 2577 
Designated Representative or Scheduled Operator on any Automobile 2578 
Declaration of this policy at the time of the accident or any of their family 2579 
member(s). 2580 

9. For bodily injury sustained by any insured operating or occupying a vehicle 2581 
otherwise covered by this policy, while such vehicle is being used at the time of 2582 
an accident as a public livery or conveyance to transport or carry persons or 2583 
property for any compensation or suggested donation. This includes, but is not 2584 
limited to: 2585 

1) while a driver is logged onto a transportation network company’s digital 2586 
network; or 2587 

2) while a driver provides a prearranged ride. 2588 
We will provide coverage, not otherwise excluded, for: 2589 

a. you, and your family members who do not own or lease an auto; 2590 
b. the first person listed as Designated Representative on the Declaration, 2591 

and his/her family members who do not own or lease an auto; and 2592 
c. scheduled operators shown on the Declaration; 2593 

while a passenger (non-operator) of a non-owned auto being used for such 2594 
purposes at the time of the accident. 2595 

10. For bodily injury or property damage resulting from any actual, alleged, 2596 
threatened or adjudicated sexual abuse, sexual harassment, sexual molestation, 2597 
sexual relations, or from any physical, mental, or emotional abuse, harassment, 2598 
belittlement, disparagement, revilement, castigation, chastisement, criticism, 2599 
perversion, maltreatment, desecration, vexation, torment, torture, devilment or 2600 
bullying, whether through physical, verbal, imaged, texted, electronically 2601 
transmitted, telephonic or any other means. 2602 

11. For bodily injury sustained by any insured using a vehicle without permission of 2603 
the titled owner of the vehicle to do so. 2604

If There Is Other Underinsured Motor Vehicle Coverage 2606 
Subject to all terms of this endorsement, if more than one policy, declaration, and/or 2607 
endorsement applies to accidental bodily injury to an insured caused by the use of 2608 
an underinsured motor vehicle in a covered accident, regardless of who issues the 2609 
policies or to whom the policies are issued, the total limits of liability under all such 2610 
coverages shall not exceed that of the coverage with the highest limit of liability and 2611 
we are liable only for our share.  Our share is that percent of the damages that the 2612 
limit of all liability of this coverage bears to the total of all underinsured motor vehicle 2613 
coverage applicable to the accident. 2614

a. your policy has multiple vehicles showing Underinsured Motor Vehicle gap 2616 
coverage; and/or 2617

g. liability insurance policies and/or bonds; 2633 
h. underinsured motor vehicle insurance policies, declarations and/or 2634

Arbitration 2637 
1. If we and an insured do not agree: 2638 

a. whether that insured is legally entitled to recover damages; or 2639 
b. as to the amount of damages which are recoverable by that insured from the 2640 

owner or operator of an underinsured motor vehicle, then the matter may be 2641 
arbitrated.  However, disputes concerning coverage under this endorsement 2642 
may not be arbitrated. 2643 

Both parties must agree to arbitration.  If so agreed, each party will select an 2644 
arbitrator.  The two arbitrators will select a third.  If they cannot agree within thirty 2645 
(30) days, either may request that selection be made by a judge of a court having 2646 
jurisdiction. 2647 

2. Each party will: 2648 
a. pay the expenses it incurs; and 2649 
b. bear the expenses of the third arbitrator equally. 2650 

3. Unless both parties agree otherwise, arbitration will take place in the county in 2651 
which the Named Insured lives.  Local rules of law as to procedure and evidence 2652 
will apply.  A decision agreed to by two of the arbitrators will be binding as to: 2653 

a. whether the insured is legally entitled to recover damages; and 2654 
b. the amount of damages. This applies only if the amount does not exceed the 2655 

minimum limit for bodily injury liability specified by the applicable Financial 2656 
Responsibility Law of the state in which your covered auto is principally 2657 
garaged.  If the amount exceeds that limit, either party may demand the right 2658 
to a trial.  This demand must be made within sixty (60) days of the arbitrators’ 2659 
decision.
